(Matthew 12:33-39) “Either make the tree good and its fruit good, or else make the tree bad and its fruit bad; for a tree is known by its fruit. {34} "Brood of vipers! How can you, being evil, speak good things? For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks. {35} "A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good things, and an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth evil things. {36} "But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give account of it in the day of judgment. {37} "For by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned." {38} Then some of the scribes and Pharisees answered, saying, "Teacher, we want to see a sign from You." {39} But He answered and said to them, "An evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign… 

[bookmark: 2][bookmark: 3][bookmark: 4](1 Timothy 4:1-3) But the Spirit explicitly says that in later times some will fall away from the faith, paying attention to deceitful spirits and doctrines of demons, 2by means of the hypocrisy of liars seared in their own conscience as with a branding iron, 3men who forbid marriage and advocate abstaining from foods which God has created to be gratefully shared in by those who believe and know the truth. 
(Proverbs 29:1)  He who is often rebuked, and hardens his neck, Will suddenly be destroyed, and that without remedy.
To intentionally and forever reject the last and only message from God about our salvation is an unforgivable sin. (Acts 17:30)  "Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent, (Luke 13:5)  "I tell you, no; but unless you repent you will all likewise perish."
Think of the consistency of Jesus’ message. (1 John 5:16-17) If anyone sees his brother sinning a sin which does not lead to death, he will ask, and He will give him life for those who commit sin not leading to death. There is sin leading to death. I do not say that he should pray about that. {17} All unrighteousness is sin, and there is sin not leading to death. What is this sin?  

It is no particular sin but any sin someone will not confess and repent of.  

From 1 John 1:9 we can construct this syllogism:  
· Major premise: God will forgive all sin confessed.  
· Minor premise: God will not forgive a sin we carry unto death.  
· Conclusion:  The sin unto death is a sin one will not confess or repent of.

(Hebrews 6:4-6) For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted the heavenly gift, and have become partakers of the Holy Spirit, {5} and have tasted the good word of God and the powers of the age to come, {6} if they fall away, to renew them again to repentance, since they crucify again for themselves the Son of God, and put Him to an open shame.
