 Many Americans vote with nothing but emotion.
· Does voting count as a word or deed?  
· Does my vote make a statement to the World of my belief system or my allegiance?
· Does my vote make a statement to the GOD to whom you serve?
GOD allows governing authorities to exist.

2. What if Governing authorities fail by doing evil, do we subject ourselves to them by doing evil?
· Daniel 3   Three Hebrew men disobey evil establish by the authority of the day, by not worshipping an idol.
We are blessed to choose our leaders and not have them chosen for US through heritance or domination.
To Whom much is given much is required !!!!!
Luke 12: 47-48   47 “The servant who knows the master’s will and does not get ready or does not do what the master wants will be beaten with many blows. 48 But the one who does not know and does things deserving punishment will be beaten with few blows. From everyone who has been given much, much will be demanded; and from the one who has been entrusted with much, much more will be asked..

   Acts 10:34-36    34 Then Peter opened his mouth and said: “In truth I perceive that God shows no partiality. 35 But in every nation whoever fears Him and works righteousness is accepted by Him. 36 The word which God sent to the children of Israel, preaching peace through Jesus Christ—He is Lord of all—
